Biological indicator for autoclave shall be Bacillus
stearothermophilus spores using vials or spore strips, with at least 1x 104 spores
per milliliter. Under no circumstances will an autoclave have minimum oPe{atlng
parameters less than a residence time of 30 minutes, regardless of températm;e,and
pressure, a temperature less than 121 Ce or a pressure, less than 15, DS
